A giant iceberg about the size of
greater London has broken into
smaller pieces from the Amery ice
shelf in East Antcarctica. The
tabular (broad and flat like the top
of a table) iceberg officially named
D-28, separated from the ice shelf
on 26" September. Ice shelves are
platforms of floating ice that form
where the Antarcticice sheet meets
the ocean.

Working in a similar way to
architectural support ice shelves
hold back the flow of the grounded
ice. Scientists said they did not
believe it was linked to climate
change. They said: "It's part of the
ice shelf's normal cyycle, where we
see major calving (breaking of the
ice in smaller pieces) events every
60-70 years." The calving will not
directly affect sea level. This is
because, the ice shelf was already
floating, much like an ice cube in a
glass of water.

The iceberg is 1,636 square
kilometers in size or about 50 x 30
km.
